RESOLUTION 2023-XXX 
 

A RESOLUTION OF THE INDIAN RIVER COUNTY BOARD OF COUNTY 

COMMISSIONERS SUPPORTING, AND RECOMMENDING RETENTION OF, 

THE CURRENT INDEPENDENT SPECIAL DISTRICT STATUS OF THE INDIAN 

RIVER MOSQUITO CONTROL DISTRICT 

 

WHEREAS, the Indian River Mosquito Control District (District) has existed as an 

independent special district since 1925; and 

 

WHEREAS, the climate and habitats within Indian River County (County) produce 

over 40 species of mosquitos; and 

 

WHEREAS, those mosquitoes can transmit diseases, including West Nile virus, 

Zika, dengue, malaria, encephalitis, and chikungunya, which may be extremely harmful 

to human health if not addressed promptly and professionally; and 

 

WHEREAS, multiple regions of the County would be virtually uninhabitable if it 

were not for the mosquito control activities currently performed by the District; and 

 

WHEREAS, the District has developed considerable and irreplaceable expertise in 

the control of arthropods that would have otherwise threatened the health, safety, and welfare 

of citizens of Indian River County with a number of mosquito borne diseases; and 

 
WHEREAS, the control of arthropods is essential to the ongoing economic 

development of Indian River County; and 

 

WHEREAS, the mission of the District is to proudly protect our community 

through innovative science-based solutions, fiscal responsibility, enhancing customer 

service and community engagement, utilizing creative approaches to research and 

technology while embracing environmental challenges; and 

 

WHEREAS, large amounts of public recreation land exist in the County for the 

enjoyment of residents and tourists alike, and the ability to enjoy the use of such lands would 

be substantially reduced if effective mosquito control does not continue; and 

 

WHEREAS, the District is an independent special district focused solely on vector and 

nuisance mosquito control, while developing and employing cutting edge control methods that 

have been founded in science; and 

 

WHEREAS, upon review of the responsibilities and areas of expertise possessed 

by both the County the District, it is clear that the continued function of this independent 

special district is vital to the prosperity, health, safety and welfare of the County. 

 



 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Indian River County Board of 

County Commissioners that: 

 

1. The Indian River County Board of County Commissioners supports the continued 

operation of mosquito control efforts under the independent special district known 

as the Indian River Mosquito Control District; 

 

2. The Indian River County Board of County Commissioners does not desire to 

assume responsibility for mosquito control within Indian River County; 

 

3. The Indian River County Board of County Commissioners does not believe there 

are any worthwhile cost savings or economies of scale that would be achieved by 

the County taking over the functions of the highly successful Indian River Mosquito 

Control District; and 

 

4. The Indian River County Board of County Commissioners recommends to the 

Florida Legislature that the current independent special district status of the 

Indian River Mosquito Control District be retained in the Laws of Florida. 

 

5. The Clerk is directed to send this Resolution to the Governor, Senate 

President, Speaker of the House and Indian River County Legislative Delegation.

ITEM IRMCD RFP 2023-02 Water Quality Monitoring  

QUANTITY  1 Job   

DELIVERABLE/SCOPE OF WORK Monthly water quality sampling at monitoring stations to be established by the consultant within Indian River County’s mosquito control impoundments for a 

period of 12 months from October 1st through September 30th. The consultant will make recommendations for treatment locations based on their professional 

expertise; the District may modify these locations.  

The total sampling monitoring stations will be proposed for monthly sampling (12 events) by the consultant. Additional sampling sites for sampling consideration 

during the rainy season may be evaluated by the consultant and included in the proposal.   

Sampling parameters should include temperature, dissolved oxygen, pH, specific conductance, salinity, turbidity, and oxygen reduction potential (ORP). All 

sampling should follow the applicable Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) Standard Operating Procedures (SOPs)   

Consultant will prepare a monthly report summarizing the data and identifying any measured parameters outside of the normal range. The consultant will make 

the data available to the District in Excel format.  

Mapped GPS locations of Indian River Mosquito Control Impoundments is included. The proposal package should include any fees for site visits, needed to make 

recommendations for site monitoring. The scope of work may be modified through negotiation and/or by written addendum as part of the agreement. The 

consultant will establish timelines; the District will reserve the right to alter the sampling frequency.  

Vendor proposals should include itemized pricing for each year of sampling service.

Subject: Purchase Order #48479 – Request for Extension (1/31/2024) 

 

To whom it may concern, 

 I am writing this letter on behalf of the team here at MWI responsible for the production of the 

CT012, 6,000 GPM Portable Diesel, Trailer Mounted Pump w/ Low Noise Option ordered on PO 

#48479. We regretfully find ourselves needing to request an extension to complete this project, pushing 

it from the promise date of 11/4/2023 to 1/31/2024.  

 

 This request is the result of multiple vendors finding themselves unable to fill our orders due to 

both labor and material shortages. While we have been able to find alternate sources for some items, 

unfortunately two items have become larger hurdles to overcome, the engine and the sound enclosure.  

 

The correct engine model is available, however it is not configured correctly to fit the footprint 

of our skid and within the enclosure boundaries. John Deere is working on correcting this but waiting for 

the correct parts to be manufactured and the people to complete the reconfiguration. 

 

 In regards to the sound enclosure, our vendor who handles the engineering and manufacturing of 

these has lost several employees recently and is now trying to overcome a 3-4 month backlog. Being that 

this is an engineered product specific to the MWI CT012 with a tier 4 engine we are unable to outsource 

this to just anyone. At this point it would take even longer for a vendor new to our product line to 

manufacture this and there would still be the question of whether the quality, fit and finish would live up 

to our expectations as well as yours.  

 

Hopefully our foresight and effort to be completely transparent with you in a timely manor will 

allow us the opportunity to keep moving forward with this project for you. We truly regret any 

inconvenience this may cause and hope you understand that our team has thoroughly explored every 

option available to us to avoid this situation. 

 

Again, thank you for your time and understanding.
